• Water communications consultant Rogue Water has 90 podcasts with topics 
ranging from leadership to customer service, all with a focus on the water 
industry. 
 

• Texas Water Symposium is a radio show hosted by Hill Country Alliance 
through a partnership with Texas Public Radio.  
 

• Words on Water is a podcast from Water Environment Federation. Most are 
wastewater-related, but there are over 130 episodes to choose from.
